Edith loved to laugh, to bowl, and to cook
meals for a family that grew and grew. She continued to play bridge with



friends into her nineties. She was active in different capacities for St. Joseph’s
Church and school, from monitoring kids during recess, to Bazaar activities,
funeral dinners, and the Ladies Auxiliary.

She is survived by her five children, Connie, Terry, Mike, Janice and Doreen.

She is also survived by her brother Marvin,
who was one of her best friends, as well as cousins, nieces, nephews, great
nieces, great nephews, and many many friends.
