Frances Hunter, age 94 of Fort Collins, Colorado, died peacefully on February
24, 2013 at her home. A memorial mass will be celebrated at 1:30 pm

Frances Rose Brown was born April 17, 1918 in Beardsley, MN to Peter and
Helena Brown. Her family moved to Ransom, IL when she was seven. She
married her first husband, Joseph Harty in 1934 in Ransom, and they moved
to San Jose, CA in 1951. A devout Catholic, Frances was active in the Altar
and Rosary Society in Illinois and the Ladies Guild in Modesto, CA. In 1970,
she married Herman Hunter in San Jose. 

Over the years, Frances worked in retail at both Macy’s and Woolworths. She
also took Nurses Aid training and worked for a time in nursing. She enjoyed
her needlework and made many afghans and pillows as well as doing other
arts and crafts. Frances would have hoped to be remembered as being kind,
caring, loving and forgiving and that she could always see the good in
everyone. 

 

In 1997, she moved to Colorado Springs, then in 2002 to Ft. Collins. Her
companion over these past 10 years, Gus Undy, has been a special and
