Joline “Jodie” G. Boatright, 52, of Wellington passed away Thursday April 2nd
at Poudre Valley Hospital from a long courageous battle with pancreatic
cancer.

While at Ottawa University she played
varsity volleyball. She continued on with her love of sports by coaching youth
sports, later including her own children’s teams. She was also very active in
the Girl Scouts of America throughout her childhood. She was part of a Fort
Collins group who had the opportunity to tour Europe. Jodie enjoyed outdoor
activities such as fishing, camping and attending CSU football games. She
was very active in the Wellington Community Church where she was part of
the Worship Team, the Bell Choir, and women’s ministries. Jodie loved



spending time with her husband, children and grandchildren. Jodie is survived
by her husband Alan, two daughters, Katie Menard (Jeff), Erin Trostel (Bryan),
and three grandchildren Madison, Jacob and Caleb Menard all of Wellington.
